COMMUNICATIONS – Rhonda D. Milks, Town Clerk 

 

Mrs. Milks welcomed Mr. Snopek back and was glad that his surgery went well and that he was recuperating at 

an amazing pace.  Instead of him being Super-visor, we should just refer to him as Super-Hal! 

 

There are printed Spring Clean-Up flyers available in all of the Town Offices and she has them available tonight 

for anyone that would like to take one home.  The information regarding the Spring Clean-Up is on our Town 

Website and it lists all the things that can and cannot be put out for the Pick-Up on May 4th. 

 

 

Mr. Russ Hemedinger – Liability Insurance/Safety Committee 

 

He has no report for this evening. 

 

 

Mr. Terry Kellogg – Highway Department 

 

The mild winter continued into March 2016.  The Highway Department was only required to perform snow 

removal services on two (2) occasions during the first part of the month. 

 

Catch basins were cleaned on Hillside Dr., Mary Dr. and Teeburn Blvd.  They were rebuilt at 15 hemlock Ln., 

Hillside Dr., 40 Jason Dr., 265 Mary Dr., 3 May St., Prescott Rd., and at 14 Teeburn and across from 5 Teeburn. 

 

Drywells were cleaned on Hillside Dr., Mary Dr. and Teeburn as well. 

 

Cold patching continued as the hot-patch plants are not yet open. 
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Shoulders were cut on Buckley Rd. 

 

Ditches were cleaned on Aitchison Rd., Dimmock Hill Rd., East Hill Rd. and John Smith Rd. 

 

A large culvert pipe was installed at the landfill in the creek/ditch line that transects the property.  This was done 

so we could utilize more space for yard waste. 

 

Wood chips were hauled from the Sewer Plant to the Landfill and vice versa.  Boland’s chipped the large brush 

pile. 

 

Trees were trimmed on Dimmock Hill Rd. and East Hill Rd. 

 

The yard waste trucks were unofficially dispatched during the nicer days as was the chipper.  The yard waste 

program was schedule to start 4/6/16. 

 

 

Mr. Gene Hulbert – Public Works Department 

 

A 15 HP pump had to be replaced at the Lowe’s Lift Station. 

 

Two man doors at the Northgate Compost Facility were replaced and the overhead door was repaired. 

 

The 2015 Annual Water Quality Report was completed and approved by NYSDOH 

 

Four (4) new bleacher units were assembled and set out at the Chenango Bridge Park.  The old bleachers were 

hauled to the Castle Creek Civic Park. 

 

Water main break repaired at the intersection of Norman Road and River Road. 

Water main break repaired on the end of Everett Road near River Road. 

Water main break repaired on River Road near Clarendon Drive. 

Water main break repaired on River Road at Maple Street. 

Water main break repaired on East Thomas Street. 

Water main break on River Road at the intersection with Clarendon Drive.  We contracted this work out due to 

the complexity of the work.  Two valves had to be installed along with the repair of the break.  This project 

caused a major shut down which included the closing of the Chenango Bridge Elementary School. 

 

The Highway Department hauled several loads of fresh woodchips to the Northgate Composting Facility. 

 

There were twelve (12) after hour water and sewer call-outs.
